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Today we will be getting to know the PERIODIC TABLE, one of the most useful sources of information in science.  In this activity you will color code your table by the “type” of element.  The elements are divided into 3 main categories: metals, metalloids and nonmetals.
1. On your copy of the period table given to you look at the bold staircase in the upper right hand corner.  Go over this staircase line with a black pen, marker or crayon.
2. Elements located to the right of this staircase are the NONMETALS.
3. Elements located to the left of this staircase are the METALS.

4. Elements ALONG the staircase are the METALLOIDS.

5. Use the periodic table located in your textbook on page 133-34or on the overhead to color your own periodic table with 3 different colors.  
6. Color in the metalloids of the periodic table.  Label the color next to the word metalloid at the bottom of the periodic table.
7. Color in the nonmetals a different color.  Label the color next to the word nonmetal at the bottom of the periodic table.
8. Finally color in the metals with a third color.  Label the color next to the word metal at the bottom of the periodic table.
9. Bring your completed colored periodic table to me and have me initial here _______.
